This effort is part of the federal planning process called Alternatives Analysis (AA).  As such it is an important local step in the pursuit of federal funding to address growing traffic congestion on IH-45 and SH3. This study is sponsored by the City of Galveston, Galveston County, and the Federal Transit Administration and is being coordinated with Harris County, the Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) and the 11 cities in between Galveston and Houston. Four alternatives being considered include Commuter Rail, Bus Rapid Transit, and a “No-Build” Alternative.
The consensus building process towards a final selection, over the next 9-10 months, includes receiving and analyzing public comments provided through three rounds of public meetings.
