Galveston-Houston Mobility Corridor Study
The City of Galveston, City of League City, Galveston County, Harris County Precinct 2, and other stakeholders along the Interstate 45 Corridor, invite the media to a press briefing regarding the federally-approved Alternative Analysis of the Galveston-Houston Mobility Corridor which is considering Commuter Rail and other options to address growing congestion along the I-45 Corridor. 
The first round of three open houses for the public has been scheduled for September 22nd, 23rd and 24th in Galveston, League City and Houston respectively.
The briefing will be conducted by the corridor consulting team. County Judge Yarbrough and other elected officials will be available for comment. The briefing is being held to inform the media regarding the complex issues associated with corridor options in advance of public meetings. 
Mayor Lyda Ann Thomas states - As Mayor of the City of Galveston, I cannot overestimate the far-reaching importance to our city of a commuter rail connection between Galveston and Houston.  I-45 is Galveston's highway to Houston.  It is one of Texas' most congested roadways.  The cities along that corridor are increasing in population, energy use and pollution.  Taking people out of cars and putting them on commuter rail will address those problems and bring economic and social benefits to all our region.
